1)  Pencils come in boxes of eight.
      How many pencils are there in 6 boxes?
2)  Pencils come in boxes of eight. I need enough pencils for 50 children.
     How many boxes do I need to buy?
3)  Juice cartons come in packs of 5. I’ve got 19 packs.
How many cartons of juice is that?
4)  Juice cartons come in packs of 5. 
I need enough cartons for 100 children to have one each. 
How many packs do I need?
5)  Tins of soup come in boxes of 30. A shop keeper buys 15 boxes.

      How many tins is that?
6)  Tins of soup come in boxes of 30. A shop keeper needs to restock so that he has 500 tins. He buys 15 boxes. 
Has he bought enough?

Follow with; how many boxes should he buy?
7)  A plant nursery sells trays of lettuce plants. 
There are 6 rows of 5 plants in each tray. Each tray costs £4.50. 
What is the price of each lettuce?
Extension (show your working)
   A school wants to have lots of daffodils under the trees in the school field. You can buy sacks of 50 bulbs which cost £9.75 or sacks of 200 which cost £40. 
Which is the cheapest way to get 200 bulbs?
   Some crocus bulbs cost either £1.40 for 10 or £3.20 for 25. 
Which is the best buy?
